Bottled Water Forum:

Chartis reported on the planning for the Bottle Forum on January 28 which will be held in the community room of the library at 7:00. Social Service League Update:

The Social Service League gratefully accepted 1,070.00 presented to the chairperson of the Cohasset Social Service League by Pat Laugelle.  Five hundred and seventy dollars donated by members of the Town Committee was matched with a five hundred dollar donation from the Town Committee through a proposal presented  by Donna McGee and voted in the affirmative at the December meeting.

It was decided by members at the Jan. meeting to seek the possibility of  some form of publicity for this fund drive in order to promote Democratic values and  encourage other organizations to entertain similar projects.
